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INTRODUCTION TO THE HOLY
QURAN AND AL-HADITH

Islam urges the Muslims to follow the elevating and
progressive teachings of the Holy Quran. The principles which
are enjoined in the Holy Quran have stood the test of ages
and whichever individuals and nations practiced these
pynciples they attained not only wordly glory but also got
relieved of all mental or moral unrest. The Holy Quran has
been arresting the minds of even great non-Muslim thinkers
on account of its creative urge. For example Mr. J.M. Rodwell,
who renderéd the Quran into English says in his Preface:

“It must be acknowledged, too, that the Quran deserves
the highest praise in its conceptions of the Divine Nature, in
reference to the attributes of Power. Knowledge and
universal Providence and Unity  that its belief and trust in
the One God of Heaven and Earth is deep and fervent....and
has proved that there are elements in it on which mighty
nations..can be build up..The simple shepherds and
wandering Bedouins of Arabia, and transformed, as if by

magician's wand, into the founder of empires, the builders of
cities, the collectors of libraries....And thus, the Quran which
underlays this vast energy and contains the principles which
are 1ts springs..must always be estimated by the changes it

introduced into the customs and beliefs of those
who....embraced it.”

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The Holy Quran ___ Book of Allah

The Holy Quran is the record of those revelations or
commandments which were received by Prophet
Muhammad (p.b.u.h) through angel Gabriel as a message
direct from God and which under Divine direction he
delivered to those around him. These Divine revelations
started in the fortieth year of his life when he was appointed
the Apostle of Allah and continued thereafter for twenty-
three years of his death (632 A.H.). These Massages
received from time to time were recited by the Prophet
(p.b.u.h) to his Companions who were present and were
committed to writing by some-one amongst them upon
pieces of parchment or leather, tablets of stone, ribs of palm-
branches, camel’s shoulder blades and ribs, pieces of board
and were recorded in the breasts of men. These combined

formed the Holy Book, known as Al-Quran’

“Quran is derived from the Arabic word ‘Qura ‘@’, ‘to
read’, and means the reading or recitation of the man who
knew not how to read. The Quran speaks in the first person,
the speaker throughout being God. It is, therefore, the word
of God Himself sent through the angel Gabriel and delivered
by the Propehet in its exact form in the Arabic language
which was chosen as the medium. The explanations,
annotations and Sayings of the Prophet (p.b.u.h) were
Separately preserved in the Ahadith.”*!

Teaching of the Holy Quran

"The Holy Quran is....a book which, in the words of Sir
Muhammad Igbal, emphasizes deed rather than idea. In
other words, although every word of this Holy Book is full of
the deepest wisdom, it ﬁ not a dissertation of formal
philosophy. Rather, it has ¥ own method of the presentation
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of Truth__the method, namely, of direct and pithy
statements which carry within their bossom the beauty and
grace and force of the profound simplicity of nature, and
which move men and nations to actions___as no other thing

can move___ for the promotion of goodness in all its
forms.”%*

It was merely by the influence of the teachings of the
Holy Quran by our Holy Propeht (p.b.u.h) upn the lives of
individuals that in the short space of a few years the
Arabians an  idolatrous, ignorant and barbarious
people  were suddenly transformed into thc most Godly
and reformed people who established a civilization and a
mighty empire of their own. The Holy Quran so speedily
worked in their lives that in a short time the mightiest powers
of the then known world bowed before the greatness of
Islam. On the occasion of the battle of Kadesia which took
place in A.H. 15, a Persian General said that his people had
nothing to withstand against these Arabians for he said they
were “As angels at night and as knights in the day.”

Character Rules the world

The teachings of the Holy Quran brought character to
the Arab camel drivers who by the dint thereof became
masters of greater part of the world, than what fell to the lot
of any people before them, and they became at the same
time a religious people to whom no sacrifice of wealth or
lives was too great for the cause of Allah and religion.

Intelligent people could see even before any practical
result of teachings of the Holy Quran had come out that it
could never fail to bring forth the finest character in those
who accepted it worthy at once of a great and mighty people.
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In AH. 6 when the Holy Prphet (p.b.u.h) invited
Emperor Heraclius to accept Islam, the Emperor called Abu
Sufian (a Makkahn, then non-Muslim) who happened at the
time to be in his capital, to appear before him, and enquired
as to-the teachings of Islam and the life of the Holy Prophet

(p.b.u.h). Upon hearing everything Heraclius is reported to
have said, "If what you say be true, he is verily a Prophet

and his kingdom shall surely reach the place beneath my
feet.”
Revelation of the Holy Quran

The first revelation of the Holy Quran came to the

Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h), when He was forty years of age, in the
cave of Hira, where He used to retreat for meditation. He
heard the voice of Hazrat Gabriel who said, “Read!” The
Propeht (p.b.u.h) said, “I cannot read.” The voice
commanded him to read in a gerrible voice. The Prophet

(p.b.u.h) said: “What can | read?” The voice said.
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Recite in the name of your Lord Who created all.
Created man from the clot of congealed blood.
Recite, and you Lord is the Most bountiful-

Who taught writing by the pen-

Taught Man what he knew not. (Al-Alaqg: 1-5)

After this revelation mor2 revelations came to the Holy
Prophet (p.b.u.h) that continued till the year of his passing

away from this world.

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The revelations were first preserved on leaves, tablets
of stone, parchment, and In the brains of men, but later in
the days of Hazrat Usman (R.A), the Third Caliph, an
authorized version of the Holy Book was prepared which has
remained the final and standard version of the Holy Quran
since then.?’

Division of the Holy Quran

The Holy Quran is divided into 30 Divisions called Ajza (plural
of Juzw, meaning a part) or paras, and into 114 Chapters
called “Surah”  Some of the ‘Surah’ are short, and some
long. Expert the first ‘Surah’ (Surah Fatiha or the Opening),
the Surahas in the beginning of the Holy Book are longer,
while those appearing afterwards are shorter. Out of the 114
Surahs, 92 were revealed at Makkah and 22 at Madina. The
Makki Surahs Deal in general with the infidels of Makkah,
who were deadly enemies of the Muslims. These Surahs
contain lessons on charity, forgiveness, perservance, and
piety, etc. They also deal with the Day of Judgement.

The Madni Surahs, covering nearly two-third of the
Holy Quran, deal with the Divine Laws concerning the social
and religious life of the Muslims in Medina. They also guide
Muslims in matters of finance, justice, business transactions,
Jihad and Ibadaat (fasting, Hajj and Zakat, etc.) A description
has also been given of some of the more important battles

between the Muslims and the infidels.

The Style of the Holy Quran

The Holy Quran is a plain book according to the laws of
Nature. Everyone can get out of the Holy Book plain guidance
for his life according "to his capacity, for spiritual
understanding. It has an inimitable style and symphony and
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the very sound of it moves men to tears and ecstasy. It is a
book which has no parallel and is a literary masterpiece of
surpassing excellence. Its reading makes man understand
nature, understand himself, and know Allah his creater
through His wondrous signs and glorify Him in truth,
reverence and unity. It is a Book which was given to mean of
every time and clime universally and not a particular race, as
the Torah was given to the sons of Israel and the Holy Bible to

the Hebrews.**

Attributes of the Holy Quran

There are 55 alternative names of Attributes of the Holy
Quran. Some of them are: Al/-Kitab The Book, which is
the best and most respected Book in the whole world.

1. Al-Furgcn It differentiates between the truth and
the untruth.

2. Al-Noor It shows light to the ignorant and way laid
humanity.

3. Al-Shifa it is @ message for spiritual guidance and
treatment for bodily ailments.

4. Al-Tazkirah It provides lessons for gaining wisdom
and sanctity.

5. Al-llm It is full of knowledge and instructions for
mankind.

6. Al-Bayan Its lessons are pure, vivid and
physchological.

Merits of the Holy Quran

1. The Holy Quran is a complete code of creed and morals
as well as of the laws based thereupon. There are also
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the foundations laid for every institution of an
extensive commonwealth for instruction, for of justice,
for military organization, for the finance, of a most
careful legislation for the poor all built upon the

belief in One God Who holds man’s destinies in His
hand"lzs

“The Quran enjoins the distinction of having been the
starting point of a new literary and philosophical
movement which has powerfully affected the finest and
most cultivated minds among both Jews and Christains
in the Middle Ages. “The Holy Quran gave impetus to
the studies of Greek philosophy, of mathematics,
astromony, and like science for several centuries before
the Renaissance, which was almost all derived from
Arabic works on the subject.?®

The Holy Quran contains teachings which could
galvanise disunited and down-trodden people into great
nations and leaders of the world. It was on account of
these teachings that inhabitants of a desert became
rulers of vast kingdoms from which followed stream of
learning and knowledge all over the world.

The Holy Quran has political code of a great merit which
enabled the flowers of Islam to achieve the power and
greatness in a few years which the Romans could not in
the course of centuries.

The Holy Quran lays down that alongwith the faith it is
necessary that man should do virtous deeds. In this
connections wherever any rewards have been promised
in the Holy Book for Muslims, it has been stated that
these rewards will be given only to those who are men
of faith and good deeds.
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regarded as the specimen of the purest Arabic, written
in half poetry and half prose. It has been said that most
cases grammarians have adopted their rules to agree
with certain phrases and expressions used in it, and that
though several attempts have been made to produce a
work equal to it, as far as writing is concerned, none has

as yet succeeded.”?’

The Holy Quran was not sent for Arabs alone, but for
the whole world, without distinction of caste, colour or

creed. It blended together peoples of every tongue and
every race in @ common brotherhood, confirming the

equelity of man before his Creator. It respects all
civilized religions and their funders and claims to be a
confirmation of earlier Scriptures. It not only points out
the evils in society but gives also remedies. It uplifts its
followers from the depths of human darkness upwards
into the higher realm of Light and Truth. It has
patronized learning and sciences and encouraged

: : 28
research in every field.

The Holy Quran relates stories of former Prophets who
were sent one after the other as warners to different

people with the message of worshiping Allah and to His
Commands, to refrain from sins, to preserve their

chastity and to do righteous acts and believe in the Day

of Judgement.

Recitation of Holy Quran

Recitation of Holy Quran is the best form of “Zikr, i.e.
remembrance of Allah and chanting His praise. Ulemah says
that a Muslim should cultivate the habit of reciting of Holy
Nuran from his childhood. He should recite it even if he is
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unable to recite it properly he should go on reciting it, as

In that case the reward is double one for recitation and
the other for learning it.

In case a Muslim has learnt or memorized the Holy
Quran, he should continue reciting it regularly lest it is
forgotten and earns the wrath of Allah.

We should be very careful and attentive while reciting
the Holy Quran. We should bear in mind that Allah is seeing
and listening our recitation.

But it must he understood that the mere recitation of
the Holy Quran; is not enough unless we know the meaning
of the various verses which can be possible only if we study
them deliberately and carefully.

Hazrat Ibn-e-Masood (R.A.), and Hazrat Ibn-e-Abbas,
(R.A.), disciples of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h.) have expressed
the following opinion in this connection.

“To read a small part of the Holy Quran slowly and to
contemplate its meaning is much better than reading a large
portion of it, the reason being that the real purpose of
studying the Quran is to understand so that we may follow
it.”

Here are a few verses of the Holy Quran in connection

with its recitation:
» o
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“Or make it a little more than that and (as ususal) recite the
Qur’an slowly and distinctly”. (Al-Muzzamimil: 4)
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“(This is) a Book that we have revealed unto you, full of
blessing that they may ponder its revelations, and that men
of understanding may reflect”. (Sa’d: 29)
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“And when the Glorious Quran is recited, listen to it and pay
heed, So that you may obtain mercy”. (Al-Araf: 204)
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“And we have sent down the Qur’an in pieces in order that
you may recite it to the people (slowly and) distinctly and
We have revealed it little by little gradually”. (Al-lsra: 106)

“Kasb-e-Halal” Earning by Legitimate Means

Islam advocates on Halal acts, be they of earning a
livelihood, or gaining any money, distinction, grade, or even a
gift from some one. “Halal means anything obtained lawfully
and in accordance with the prescribed principles of Islam set
by the Holy Quran and the Sunnah.” Any thing gained
unlawfully or any business transaction which has no legal or
lawful backing is prohibited in Islam. Allah has said at several
places in the Holy Quran that a Muslim should not indulge
himself for obtaining any gain unlawfully without any regard

for Islamic tenets in this respect.

The Holy Quran says:
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“O (Our) Apostles, eat of the pure things and work good _.
deeds. Verily | am knower of What you do”. (Al-Mu'minun: 51)
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“O mankind! Eat of that which is lawful and wholesome in
the earth, and follow not the foot-steps of the Satan. Verily!
he is to you an open enemy”. (Al-Bagarah: 168)
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“0 you who believe! Eat of the good things with which we
have provided you, and keep rendering thanks to Allah if it
is (indeed) He whom you worship”. (Al-Baqgarah: 172)
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“And do not devour one another’s wealth among yourselves
unjustly and do not seek with this wealth (as bribe) to gain
access to the authorities in order that you may devour some
portion of the property of people in this way wrongfully,
whereas you know (that Allah has forbidden it)”.

(Al-Bagarah: 188)

The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) has been pleased to say that
Allah is Himself Holy (Pak), and He accepts holy things only.
50 Muslims have been commanded to eat and use lawful

things only; and to earn their livelihood by lawful means and

according to tenets of Islam, as stated in the Holy Quranic
verses quoted above.

S e T———
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Islam prohibits all sorts of evil practices for earning
money or gaining some undue advantage from others, for
example, bribery, dishonesty, injustice, charging interest on

loans, theft, hoarding, deceiving and gambling, etc. Nations
that involve themselves in such heinous acts march towards

destruction invariably. Islam advocates to keep away from
earning money by any unlawful act and warns that those who

adopt any method of getting money by unlawful means
would be thrown in the Hell. A Muslim Should never adopt

means to get any advantage unlawfully, since it is 3 Satanic
act. The best way to shun from any temptation for getting
any illegal gratiﬁcation\ or for earning money by unlawful
means, is to control our lust for money or for spending

money beyond our means.

Vice (Elements of bad conduct)

Good conduct secures an elevated position for a man in
society, while bad conduct, or some vices in his conduct,
lowers down a person in society and he is devoid of Allah’s
mercy in the hereafter. Some of the vices that are not only
harmful in the development of a person’s conduct but are

also sinful are given below:

Falsehood
Falsehood is a great vice. It is the source of many a
social evil. Islam forbids telling a lie. The Holy Quran says:
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“Surely Allah will judge between them concerning things
wherein they differ. Surely Allah does not guide one who is a
most ungrateful liar”. (Az-Zumar:3)
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At another place in the Holy Quran Allah says:
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“And not confound truth with falsehood, and conceal not
the truth while you know (it)”. (Al-Bagarah: 42)

At yet another place, Allah says:
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“O you who believe! why do you say that which you do not
do? Most hateful it is to Allah that you say a thing which
you do not do”. (As-$aff: 2-3)

Once a person said to the Holy Propeht (p.b.u.h):
“Pray what acts may entitle a person to go to the Paradis?”

“Speaking the truth,” was the reply, “when a person
speaks truth he does an act of virtue. He enhances his belief
in Allah and His commandmenths; and this entitles him for a
place in the Paradise.” |

The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) further said,

“When a person lies he commits “Kufr” (disbelief in
Allah and His commands): and this will lead him to the Hell.

Falsehood does not means a lie only, many other acts
like usury, defrauding in weighing, pride, hypocrisy, infidelity,
etc., fall under the category of ‘falsehood”. A liar loses his
confidence and faith in society and he becomes an object of

mockery everywhere.
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Back-biting

Back-biting is a great sin. Allah and His Holy Prophet
(p.b.u.h) have condemned and prohibited it. The Holy
Prophet (p.b.u.h) when asked what back-biting was said:

“Back-biting is the act in which you speak ill of your
brother in such a way that if he knows about it,. He feels
unhappy.” Someone said, O Prophet of Allah! If the vice is
present in the brother, is it back biting even then?” “Yes,’
replied the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h), “In case the vice is present,
and you talk of it in his absence, it is back-biting. And in case
the vice is not there, it is not back-biting, but a slader.”

Allah prohibits backbiting in these words in the Holy
Book:

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“Nor backbite one another. Would any of you like to eat the

flesh of his dead brother? Nay, your would simply abhor it.
And keep fearing Allah. Surely Allah is the Most-Relenting,

the Ever-Merciful”. (Al-Hujrat: 12)

A back-biter is a curse to society. ‘He not only tries to
black-mail a person, but also earns a bad name himself in
society. He begins to think that he himself has no vice, and
becomes more akin to he involved in evils and vices. The Holy
Prophet (p.b.u.h), while relating the incidents met by him
during the ‘Mairaj,” (ascension to the Heavens and visit to all
the Prophet and sightseeing of the Paradise and the Hell etc.),
said that He saw a group of people with long nails of copper
who were scratching their faces and breasts. The Holy
pronhet (p.b.u.h) enquired Hazrat Gabriel as to who they
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were; and the reply was, that, those persons used to eat the
flesh of their brothers & sisters and pollute their sanctity
(meaning thereby that those persons were back-biters).

In Islamic Shriah speaking ill of a person in his absence is
allowed at two occasions only;

(1) taling about the injuries inflicted by a cruel person on
an innocent person, and

(2) advantage a warning of the expected plan of a deceitful
person for carrying out his malicious intentions.

Hypocrisy

‘Hypocrisy’ means “a feigning to be what one is not, as
good or ‘stimulating feeling one does not experience.””® The
term ‘hypocrite’ is used in two senses in islam:

(1) A person who professes islam outwardly with a view to
harm Islam and the Muslims. Such a ‘hypocrisy’ is said
to be ‘hypocrisy-in-belief.’

(2) A person, who accepts Islam with all sincereity but
manifestes laziness or disheartedness in carrying out
the Commandments of Allah in his practical life. SucH a
‘hypocrisy’ i1s a hypocrisy in practice.

The hypocrite belonging to the first category of
hypocrisy is worse than an infidel, while a person belonging
to the second category of hypocrisy is believer, no doubt, but
there is some defect in his education, or he has not met some
pious person or saint who could direct him in religious

matters.

The hypocrities in Islam generally try to create violent
collision between two Muslim persons or groups of persons.
With this object in view the hypocrites in Medina, during the
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days of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) erected the ‘Zarrar
mosque’; but Allah warned the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) who

dismantled it and foiled the conspiracy. Allah says in the Holy
Quran:
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“O Holy Prophet! Strive hard against the unbelievers and the

Hypocrites, and deal sternly with them; their abode is Hell.”
(Al-Tauba: 73)

The signs of a hypocrite pointed out by the Holy Prophet
(p.b.u.h) are the following:

1. He speaks but lie whenever he speaks.
2. He does not keep promise, if he makes any.
3. He misappropriates the deposits

Thus a person who has the above vices is a hypocrite,
thought he may look like a pious person offering prayers five
times a day and following other religious practices. The Holy
Quran says about the hypocrites:
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“These are the ones who bought error instead of guidance,
but this commerce of theirs was not profitable, and surely
they did not know the right path (of guidance).
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Their example is like one who lights a fire, but as soon
as it lit up all around him, Allah took away their light and
left them in utter darkness so that they do not see anything.
They are deaf, dumb and blind, so they shall not return”.

(Al-Bagarah: 16-18)

Allah has foretold a serious punishement to the
hypocrites:
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“Bear unto the hypocrites the tidings that for them there is a
painful doom.” (An-Nisa: 138)

Pride

When a person has feeling of too much self-esteem, he
Is said to be proud and the feeling or state of being proud is
pride. A proud person feels that he is too great a person as
compared with any other person; and he assumes an haughty
outlook and treats all others rather scornfully.

Allah and His Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) have condemned a
proud person. There is a reference to pride and proud person

in the Holy Quran at several places. When Satan refused to
prostrate Hazrat Adam, (A.S) Allah said:
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“Allah said: “Get you down from here: there is no place for

you to be stiff-necked herein, be off then, surely you are of
the debased ones.” (Al-A’raf: 13)

Among the piece of advice given by Hazrat Lugman (R.A)
to His son, the following is in respect of pride:

\
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“And turn not your cheek (in arro wgance) from the people,
and do not walk on the earth exultingly. Surely Allah does
not love a stiff-necked boaster.” (Lugman: 18)

Allah gives tiding of severest punishment to proud

persons: ,

”
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“Is there not in Hell an abode for the stiffnecked”?

(Az-Zumar: 60)
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Jealousy: A jealous person is envious of other persons’ glory,

distinction or wealth. The Holy Propeht (p.b.u.h) says about
jealousy:
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“Lo! Save thyself from jealousy, since jealousy consumes
virtues just as fire devours wood”,

At another occasion He (p.b.u.h) said, “One can never

be @ Momin (a true Muslim) unless he likes for his brothers
all .that he likes for his own self.

In the Holy Quran, Allah has ordained to keep. away
from jealous persons:
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“And (Say; | seek refuge) from the evil of the envier when he
envies me”. (Al-Falaq: 5)

Jealousy or envy is generally created between two
persons with common interests, as for instance two religious
deities, two scholars, two businessmen, two students, etc. A
jealous person falls an easy prey to several vices, such as
disraged for his own realations, lack of endurance, piety,
contentment; restraint from mischief, absence of feeling of
brotherhood. And, thus he earns nothing but contempt and

hatred in society.
Al Hadith

Hadith is a3 noun formed from hadasa which means to

be new, being theopposite of qadeem meaning ‘ancient’,
Literally speaking, it stand for a piece of information or new,

on account, a narration, a story or a report ... of whatever
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sort it may be, whether religious or secular, historical or
legendary. It has been used in the Holy Quran in its literal
sense on several occasions, as for example:

IA
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“(And O My Apostle) has the news of the hosts reached you,
(Namely the hosts) of Pharaoh, and Thamud”? (Al-Burj: 17)

“And has the story of Moses come to you”?
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“In what ‘announcement’ after this (Quran) will they then
believe”. (Al-A’raf: 185)

Technically the term Hadith is used in respect of the
Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h), describing what he said and did, and
His attitude towards things said or done in his presence. The
Prophet (p.b.u.h) of islam himself termed his sayings as, Al-
Hadith to safeguard the Quranic verses from interpolation

for all times to come.

Hadith and Sunnah

Hadith and Sunnah differ in their implication, Sunnah in
its primary use means, @ way, course, rule, mode or manner
of acting or conduct, whether good or bad, approved or
disapproved, pursued by former people, and who came after
them. In its technical sense, it is applied to a practice or
saying, or the practices and the sayings of law. Particularly,
Sunnah significes only what the Prophet (p.b.u.h) had
commanded or had exhorted the people to do by word or
deed about such things as are not mentioned in the Holy
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Quran. To be more precise, the Sunnah is what was
practiced and the hadith is the channel through which
Sunnah of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) is preserved and
perpetuated.

Development of Hadith Literature

From the very beginning Muslims were interested in

what the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) said and, after He passed
away, when Islam spread widely, new converts were anxious
to hear about Him. Those who had associated with Him

would be listened to eagerly as they told about Him and in
course of time a good amount of hadith literature was

available. The number of Companions of the Holy Prophet
(p.b.u.h) who narrated His traditions exceeds one hundred
thousand. Books on Ahadith were compiled from various
angles and different methods were adopted in the
arrangement of the material thus giving different titles like-
Musnad. Musannaf, Sunan, Mujam, Jami, Arabem etc.
Below is given a list of Sahah Sattah, the most authentic and
valuable six books on Hadith and their authors.

1.  Sahih Bokhari by Imam Abu Abdullah Muhammad bin
Ismail Bokhari (194 to 256 A.H.).

2. Sahih Muslim by Imam Muslim bin Hajjaj bin Muslim
Qashiri (d. 261 A.H.).

3.  Jami Al-Tirmizi by Imam Abu Isa, Muhammad bin Isa,
Al-Tirmizi (d. 279 A.H.)

4. Sunan Abi Dawood by Imam Abu Dawoo d Sulaiman
bin ‘Ash’as, (d. 275 A.H.).

5. Sunun Al-Nisai by Imam Abu Abdul. Rahman Ahmad
bin Ali Al-Nisai 9D. 303 A.H.).
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6. Sunan Ibne Majah—by Imam Abu Abdullah
Muhammad bin Yazeed Ibn Majah Al-gazwani.

The following four books “Usoo! Araba” are among the
most authentic books on Hadith for the followers of
Figa Ja'ffariah: .

Importance of Al Hadith

The Holy Quran commands the Muslims not only to

obey the Book, but also to obey the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h).
Muslims are emphatically commanded to mould their lives in
accordance with Quranic injunctions after the pattern

(Sunnah) of the Holy Prophet’s (p.b.u.h) life.
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“Surely you have an excellent example for your guidance in
(the life of) the Apostle of Allah”. (Al-Ahzab: 21)

1. Accordingly. Al-Hadith which enshrines complete
Sunnah of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) is both a necessity
and actuality in Islam. It is perfect in all its respects to
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guide humanity in the innumerable walks and situations

of life.

2. The Ahadith of the Holy Propeht ‘( '
indispensible for the followers of Islam, since |
the fold of the Prophetic duties 1O educat

followers:
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“Even as We have sent unto you an Apostle from among
yaurselves who recites to you Our Revelations and purifies
you and instructs you in the Book and Wisdom, and
teachesyou that of which you knew nothing”.

(Al-Bagarah: 151)

3. Al-Hadith is not merely a record of what the Holy
Prophet (p.b.u.h) said and did, but it is a record of his
words and deeds which were subject to Divine
Guidance. The doctrine holds that the Holy Quran is
eternal word of Allah which is not subject to any human
adaptation of wording, the Hadith also contains an
element of inspiration.

4. Al-Hadith has preserved and perpetuated the traditions
of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) in a way unparalleled in
the History of Religions. It throws flood of light on the
History of Pre-Islamic Arabia and of early Islam. It serves
as 3 basis for the development of Islamic literature as
well'as Islamic thought in general, and of Islamic law in
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life is governed and directed by it and is bound to be
influenced by it in future also.

In short Al-Hadith provides the Muslim with apostolic
precept and example covering the whole duty of man. It
Is the basis of the developed system of law, theology

and custom which is Islam. **

Some Selected Quranic Verses

1-
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“O you who believe! keep fearing Allah, and always be true
and straight forward in speech”.

“Then Allah will set right your deeds and will forgive you
your sins as well. And he who obeys Allah and His Apostle, it
is he who achieves a might success”. (Surah Al-Ahzaab: 70-71)

Explanation: Allah orders that we should fear Him and say
only that which is correct. The other command is that we

should always speak the truth.

“Surely you have an excellent example for your guidance in
(the life of) the Apostle of Allah”. (Surah Al-Ahzaab: 21)

Explanation: The Holy Quran time and again exhorts the
Muslims to follow Quranic teachings, on the one hand, and
on the other, to obey the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h.) whose life is

an example for humanity.
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“And hold fast, all of you together, to the cable of Allah, and
do not separate”. (Surah Al-Imran: 103)

Explanation: Allah commands all Muslim to remain united.
Unity in all the ranks ensures success in all the encounters
with the infidels and the enemies of Islam. It is a pity that

Muslims are not united today although they are nearly a
thousand million in number. This is the reason why the tiny
state of Israel, created by the Wester Powers, is so hostile
towards Mulsims and it has powers, is so hostile towads
Muslims and it ha scommitted heinous crimes on the
Palestanians, Quaid-i-Azam, in his slogan ‘Faith, Unity and
Discipline” Has stressed upon Unity among the Mulsims for

obvious reasons.

4-
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“Surely the most honoured of you in the presence of Allah is
he who is the most pious of you”. (Surah Al-Hujrat: 13)

Explanation: This holy verse occurs in the Book in context of
prohibition for back-biting and finding faults. Allah says that a
person does not become great or noble by virtue of his birth,
race, or wealth. He is great in the eye3 of Allah if he is Allah’s
devoted servant; he fears Allah and obeys His commands as

well as those of His Messenger fully.

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“Veerily in the creation of the heavens and the earth, and in
the alternation of night and day there are (mighty) signs for

men of understanding”. (Surah Al-Imran: 190)

Explanation: In this verse Allah has pointed out some of his
choisest favours which he has bestowed upon man—creation
of the earth and heavens and of the day and night etc.

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“*By no means shall you ever attain (the status of)true virtue

unless you spend (in the way of Allah) of those things that
you hold dear”. (Surah Ale-Imran: 92)

Explanaiton: Allah gives clear advice as what to spend in the
name of Allah, for instance in alms giving and Sadaqgat. He
says that we should give the things most dear to us in the
name of Allah, so that we may be entitled of reward from

Him according to the article we give in alms.
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“And what the Holy Apostle gives you, take it and what he
forbids you, abstain from it”. (Surah Al-Hashar: 7)

‘Explanation: In this verse Allah says that the Muslims should
do as the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h.) directs them to do and
refrain from doing what the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h.) does not

do.

Explanation: The Holy Quran is the last revealed book of
Almighty Allah.

It is on this account that every
word of it, even after the passage of fourteen hundred years

Is safe and sound.
