Love and obedience of Allah and the
Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h)

Allah is the creator and Sustainer of the universe. He
has given us life. He has provided us with all the comforts of
life. It is impossible for humans to count all the favours done
by Him to human beings. It is also not possible to apply the
great debt of gratitude we owe to Him for His infinite favours
to us. Allah says in the Holy Quran:
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“And if you were to count the flavours of Allah, you cannot
count them.” (lbrahim: 34)

At an other place he says:
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“Say you (O My Apostle!): “If the sea were ink for (writing
down) the words of my Lord, the sea would surely be
exhausted before the words of my Lord are exhausted, even

if We brought as much more ink to add to it for its aid”.
(Al-Kahf: 109)

Man must be the most degraded and ungrateful
creature if he does not pay homage and surrender himself
completely to Allah, the creator, the protector and the

Provider, and does not offer prayers and supplications to Him,
since He alone is the One who is Eternal and takes care of us.

Allah says in the Holy Quran:
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“And as for those who believe are stronger in their love for
Allah”; (Al Bagarah: 165)

In His last Farewell Address to Muslims, the Holy
Prophet (p.b.u.h) florified Allah in the following words:

“All Praise be to Allah. We glorify Him and seek His help and
pardon; and we turn to Him. We take refuge with Allah from

the evils of ourselves and from the evil of consequences of
our deeds. There is none to lead him astray whom Allah

guides aright, and there is none to guide him aright whom
Allah leads astray. | bear witness that there is no god but
Allah alone; having no partner with Him, and | bear witness
that Muhammad is His servent and His Messenger. |
admonish you, O servant of Allah! to fear Allah and | urge
you to His obedience and | open the speech with that which

is good.”

A true Muslim should show his love to Allah by
worshipping Him in the various modes liked Him (as
advocated by the Holy Quran and the Sunnah) and also by
following the teachings of the Holy Quran and the life of the
Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) in his day to day routine. Also love for

Allah may be manifested by showing love and kindness to all
human beings, and other creatures of the world.
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Favours of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h)

The greatest favour of Allah on mankind is that He sent

the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) amongst them. The Holy Prophet
(p.bs.u.h) brought the Message of Allah and provided man
with a complete solution of his individual and collective

intricate problems and prescribed a sovereign remedy for all
his spiritual ailments.’

Just as we are duty bound to show our humble
gratitude to Almighty Allah for creating this world for us and
teaching us the use of His innumerable bounties, in the same
way we owe 3 deep debt of gratitude to the Holy Prophet
(p.b.u.h) for guiding us to the right path in the light of Islam.
Muslims all the world over are under an obligation to the
Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) for bringing about a political and social
change in their life. The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) touched every
aspect of human life, and founded a unique civilization and
culture which greatly affected the world down to our own
times. Even non-Muslims have paid glowing tributes to the

greatness and achievements of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h), as
stated earlier.

Allah has glorified the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) at several
occasions in the Holy Quran. For instance-
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“Verily Allah and His angels send blessings on the Prophet

O You who believe, (you too) send your blessings on him and
make obeisance to him with the deepest reverence.”

(Al-Ahzab: 56)
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"Say, (O Muhammad)! If you love Allah, follow me; Allah
will love you”. (Al-Imran: 31)
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“And we have sent you not but as a bearer of good tidings
and a warner unto all mankind; but must of mankind know

not. (this truth)” (Saba: 28)
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“The Holy Prophet Is closer to the Believer than their selves,
and his wives are (as) mother.” (Al-Ahzab: 6)

The Holy Porphet (p.b.u.h) has stated thus about the
love of followers of Islam toward him:
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“No one from amonst you can become a momin (true

Muslim) until he loves me more than his parents; his
children and all other persons of the world”.
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“All persons form my Ummah will go to the Paradise save
those who refuse to go. He was asked: Who will be the
refusing person? He replied: One who follows me will go to
the Paradise, and One who does not follow me will be the
person who erfuses entrv into the Paradise ”

Huqoogq-ul-Ebad (Rights of Humans): Islam has prescribed
rules for the regulation of our individual as well as collective
life. These directives are regarding rights of different humans
in different walks of life, besides other varied subjects such as
religious rituals, personal character, morals, habits, social and
economic affairs, judicial system, laws of war and peace, etc.
These directives reveal what is beneficial and useful and what
are the virtues which we have to cultivate and encourage.

Laski, @ Western thinker, says that “Every State is
known by the rights that it maintains.” This is true in the
case of an Islamic State or Society. A Muslim believes in, to
quote Quaid-e-Azam, “Faith Unity and Discipline.” Obviously
these virtues can be cultivated in Muslims by recognizing
their rights and duties in different spheres and Practicing
them earnestly given below are some of the prescribed rights
for Muslims belonging to different Chapters of society.

1. Rights of Parents: The nearest and the dearenst of
man’s kins are his parents. The parents look after their
children after their birth. They feed them, ciothe them,
protect them from diseases and when they grow older,
educate them and later on get thern married and settled in
life. The parents sacrifice their own comforts for the welfare
of their children and do not take rest till their ailing child is

cured.

Parents are the cause of continuance of the members of
a race, a family or a clan. They are the guardians of the
coming generations. Allah has commanded to treat the
parents kindly in very clear terms. He says-in the Holy Quran.

S
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“And your Lord has commanded that you should worship
none but Him alone, and do good to parents. If either or
both of them reach old age in your lifetime say not even

“Fie” to them, and chide them not, and when you speak to
them speak to them in terms of great respect and kindness.”

“And lower to them the wing of humility and meekness out
of mercy (and love) and say: O my Lord! Have mercy on both
of them as they brought me up (with tenderness and love)
when I was an infant.” (Al-Isra: 23-24)

At other places in the Holy Quran Allah says:
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“And We have enjoined on man kindness to his parents.”
(Al-Ankabut: 8)
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“And we have enjoined on man doing good to his parents;
his mother bore him despite weakness upon weak '

eventural return.” (Lugman: 14)

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The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) has warned that,

" A person who is disobedient to his parents will not even
inhale the scent of the Paradise”.

He has further remarked that,

"A person should use all his energies and abilities towards
taking care of his parents first as they did in bringing him
up”.
Once the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) said in a meeting of his
companions, “Woe to him! Woe to him!! Woe to him!!! “"One

of his companions said, “Woe to whom, O Holy Prophet!”
The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) said,

“Woe to the person, who found both of his parents, or one
of them, in ol/d age, but did not care to gain entry into the
Paradise by taking care of them!”

Islam lays down that we should respect our parents in
words and deeds; we should not tease or trouble them, even
if there may be any excesses from them we should help them

if they are in need of money, or anything else; we should
treat their friends with respect and behave properly with

them.
The rights of grandfather, grandmother, meternal grand

father and mother, etc. are also the sanmfé as that of parents.
in the same way uncle, father’s mother and sister, etc. have
their rights and these have been stressed upom in the

Traditions.
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2.  Rights of Offsprings (children)

Before the advent of Islam and during the days of
Iignorance and barbarism, people gave a very cruel treatment
to their children. They would kill them, if they could not feed
them; they would butcher their newly born baby daughter,
lest they grew young and marry. Islam forbade all those evil
practices, and gave due rights to the children. Allah says in
the Holy Quran about the killing of children.
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“Slay not your children, fearing a fall to poverty, It is We
who provide for them and for you. Surely,! the slaying of
them is a great sin.” (Al-isra: 31)

One of the Companions of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h)
asked him, “O Prophet of Allah! what is the greatest sin?”
The Prophet said, “Shirk (to hold partners with Allah)! “And,
what next?” asked the inquisitive Companion “It is
disobedience to parents.” said the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h).
“And, pray what next?” enquired the Companion “it is that
you kill your children for fear of sharing your food.”

The rights of children on their parents may be
enumerated as follows:

1. Right of a comfortable life.

2. Right of procurement of basic needs of life, e.g., food,
clothing, shelter and medical aid.

3.  Proper instructions and education. If the above rights of
a child are guarded with due care and proper attention,
he is expected to lead a successful life. It mav be noted
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that proper education means religious education in the
first instance, for without it a person cannot be
expected either to become a true Muslim or to lead a
pious and Islamic life. Once the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h)
said: '

“If your children become seven years of age, tell them to
offer prayers (salat); and when they become ten years old,
and do not say their prayers, admonish them so that they

offer salat, and also make them sleep away from you.”
(Abu Dawood)

Rights of Husband and Wife

Family is the basic unit of society. A happy and
contented family contributes a lot in enhancing the merit of

the society to which it belongs. A family cannot be happy and
lead a successful life until the heads of the family, husband
and wife, are happy and are leading pious life. Islam lays
great stress on the successful life of a family. This can only be
achieved by taking care of the rights of husband over his wife,

and the rights of wife over her husband.

Allah says in the Holy Quran:

“And women too have rights on men similar to the rights of

men on women according to customary law. Of course, men
have a degree of superiority over women.” (Al-Baqarah: 228)

This verse clearly shows that both husband and wife
have equal right upon each other. But men are one degree

above-women.
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In His renowed address to the Muslims all the world
over during his Farewell Pilgrimage the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h)
said about the matrimonial life of husband and wife.

“You People! You have rights over your wives and your
wives have rights over you. Treat your wives with kindness
and love; verily you have taken them on the security of

Allah.”
The women have the following rights over husband, as
laid down in the Holy Quran and the Sunnah:

1. Payment of ‘mehr

Mehr is the money given by the husband to his wife or
her guardians at the time of matrimonial alliance

(nikah). This sum of money is obligatory and must be
paid, or promised to be paid later unless it is forsaken
by the wife of her free will. The husband is dutybound
to pay the ‘mehr’ money as and when demanded by the

wife. Allah ordains in the Holy Quran.

“And give unto the women (whom you marry) free gift of

Wives have a right over their husbands to provide them
basic neoessities of life, food, clothing, shelter, medical aid,

etc. Allah says in the Holy Quran:

have no even touched or have not appointed for them their
marriage portion. And provide for them with fairness-the
man of means according to his means, and the less well-of
according to his own means. This provision must be made
honourably in a reasonable manner. This is a duty binding
on all doers of good.” (Surah Al-Bagarah: 236)

3. Justice and Fairplay

The husband should be just and righteous in his
dealings with the wife. He should provide her protection
against all evils; he should be just and deal with equity, in
case he has more than one wife, he should share with each
wife all the problems concerning their family. In case a
person divorces his wife, it is his duty to treat her fairly well
and arrange for her some money for her sustenance for a
certain period according to the tenets of Islam.

Rights of Husbands over Wives:
1. Obedience to Husband

The wife is ordained to obey her husband in worldly
affairs. The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) was so much strict in
this regard that once he said:

“If | could order to prostrate some one else, besides
Aliah, | would have commanded the wife to prostrate
before her husband.” (Mishkat and Tirmizi)
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This shows that the wife is ordered to have complete
unity with her husband in their family affairs.

2. Custody of the Husband’s Property and her
sanctity:
Allah says in this regard in His Holy Book:
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“Men are guardian - in charge over women because Allah
has exalted men over women, and becouse men spend out
of their wealth on (the requirements and comforts of)
women So the virtuous women are obedient and gquard
themselves in the absence of their husbands with the help
and protection of Allah. As to women whose disobedience

you fear, admonish them (gently at first) and then separate
them from your beds, and (if they do not desist still) beat
them. Then if they submit to you, do not seek a way of
excess against them. Surely Allah is the Most - High, the
Supreme”. (An-Nisa: 34)

The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) says in this respect:

“The best wife is one who pleases her husband when he
looks at her; She carries out your orders, whenever you order

them: and who guards your property and her sanctily in your
absence from home.” (Nisai)
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3. Patience and Forbearance

A good wife has a cheerful attitude of resignation and
understanding in sorrow, defeat or suffering as opposed
to murmuring and rebellion. She is contented with what
her husband earns for his livelihood, and never puts
demands beyond her husband means.

4. Relation with Husband’s Kith and Kin.

The husband has a right over his wife that she takes
care of him and tries her best not to disturb him. She is

also expected to give due regard to the husband’s

relations and friends in the same way as is given to her
own kith and kin.

Rights of Relations

Apart from the rights of parents, children and wife and
husband, Islam lays great stress on the rights of relations
since they occupy an important position in the social life of a
person. Paying due consideration to the rights of relations is
termed Sila-e-Rahmi” in Arabic, meaning ‘right of persons’
‘relating to the mother’s womb. If all persons guard the rights

of their relations, improvements are sure to take place in our
social, economic and cultural life.

Allah says in the Holy Quran:
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“You shall not worship any one but Allah, and show
kindness to parents, to relatives, to orphans and the needy.

(Al-Bagarah: 83)
And also,
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“They question you as to what they should spend. Say you:

Whatever you spend out of (your) wealth in charity, the
most deserving ones are your parents and relatives and

orphans and the needy, and the way-fare - and whatsoever
good you do verily Allah is fully Aware of it.”

(Al-Bagarah: 215)

These holy verses clearly show that the kinsmen should
be provided with money whenever they stand in need of it
and preference is to be given to them after the parents and

children.

The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) has said:

1. A person who does not pay the rights of his kindred
will not enter the paradise.” (Bokhari and Muslim)

2. If a person wishes to have an increase in his livelihood
and his age, he must observe Sila Rahmi (i.e., pay the

relative their due.)” (Bokhari and Muslim)

3. One who breaks his relations with his kinsmen shall
not enter the Paradise.”

Islam ordains that @ Muslim should give help to his
kinsmen in money, in matters of health, in religious matters
and in character building, so that his self respect may not be
injured by seeking help from persons other than his own folks,
and he may make strenuous efforts to ameliorate his position

in society.
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Rights of Teachers

Our Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) was sent to this world in the
Capacity of a teacher as quoted in the following saying of the
Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h). ~
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“l have been sent as teacher”

The teacher does not only impart instructions in
different subjects to his pupils, but he is also responsible for
making his character. A good teacher's work may be
symbolized with the rains, while the pupils, with the soil. The
rains make the soil fertile, easy to raise crops; similarly, the
teacher’s educatlon makes the pupil educated and cultured,
refined and religious so as to make of him a valuable asset for

society.

Rights of Neighbours

Islam advocates fair and equitable treatment with
neighbours. The rights of neighbours are the same, rather
than those of the near relations. The Holy Quran Says:
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“aAnd show kindness to parents and kindred, and orphans,
and the needy and the neighbor who is your relative, and
the neighbor who is not your relative”. (An-Nisa: 36)

There are in general three categories of neighbours:

1. Neighbour who is also a relative.

2. Neighbours who do not belong to the kith.
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3. Neighbours with whom temporary relations are
established, such as co-workers or co-professionists.

A number of Ahadith have been stated in connection
with the rights of neighbours. Some of them are quoted
below:

1. “If you wish to become a perfect Momin (true Muslim)
you should treat your neighbours generously.

2. “One, who has faith in Allah and in the Day of
Judgement, should treat one’s neighbours kindly.”

3. The person who takes his meals unconcerned about the
hunger of his neighbours cannot be a Momin.

4. The most virtuous of you all is he who gives the “best
treatment to his neighbours.

5.  “If your neighbor stands in need of your help, help him,
if he requires a loan, give it to him; if he becomes a
destitute, render him financial help,; if he falls ill,
provide him with medical treatment; and in case he
dies go to the graveyard with the funeral procession.
And take care of his children; if he receives an honour,
congratulate him; if he is involved in some trouble,
sympathise with him; do not raise the wall of your
house such that it obstructs the passage of light and air
in his house; if you have fruit, send some of it to him as

a present.”

6. “Hazrat Mujahid a companion relates that the Holy
Prophet (p.b.u.h) laid so much emphasis on the
observance of rights of neighbours that sometimes we
felt as if He (p.b.u.h) would give a share to the neighbor
in a deceased person’s property.”
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7. Once there was a talk in the -Holy Pn:)phet's (p.b.u.E_i

presence about a certain women who observed fast in
the day and offered tahajjud prayers in the night, but
she teased her neighbours. The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h)
remarked about her, “Her abode is in the Hell.”

8. Then they talked about another woman that she
performed the obligatory prayers only, but took care of
the rights of her neighbours. The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h)
said, “Her abode is in the Paradise.”

Rights of Non-Muslims

Islam recognizes the rights of non-Muslims also. A
Muslim should treat a non-Muslim Kindly. Allah says in the

Holy Quran:

“O you who believe! Be upright for Allah in all firmness,
bearers of witness with justice. And let not the enmity of a
people incite you not to do justice. So act fairly as it is
nearest to true piety.” (Al-Ma’idah: 8)

Although Allah does not ordain the Muslims to make
friends with the non-Muslims, yet He advocates a just and
equitable treatment to the non-Muslims. This is the proud
privilege of islam only that it grants all the civic rights not
only to Muslims but also teachers its followers to treat the
non-Muslims in the manner a physician treats his patients.
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SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITIES

Islam stresses upon making the Islamic society rich and
prosperous in thoughts and actions. So it lays great emphasis
on character buildings, and has given the regulations of
conduct the status of a religious dogma. Some of the values
of good conduct are given below:

1. Honesty and Trustworthiness

The success of a society depends to a great extent on
the honesty and trustworthiness manifested by the members
of that society both collectively and individually. The qualities
of honesty and trustworthiness not only give power and glory
to a society, but they also enhances the prestige of the whole
nation. The society in which honesty and trustworthiness are
unknown can never be looked upon with respect in the
contemporary societies and is bound to meet its death
sooner or later. Islam advocates its followers the qualities of
honesty and trustworthiness in the Holy Quran in the
following terms:

>
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“Surely Allah commands you to pay back the trusts to their
rightful owners;” (An-Nisa: 58)

And, also at another place: '
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“Those believers are successful) who are shepherds of their

pledge and their covenant....” (Al-Mu’minun: 8)

Our Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) was called “Al-Amin” (the
trustworthy), long before he was commissione | prophethood
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by Allah. It was due to his honesty and trustworthiness that
the rich lady of Makkah, Hazrat Khadijah (R.A), Married him,
and also, it was on account of these qualities that the
chieftains of Makkah, appointed him as their arbitrator in the
strife of placing the Hajar-i-Aswad (the Black Stone) at its
proper place in the Holy Ka’ba. The Holy Prophet:(p.b.u.h)
was so particular in respecting the trust imposed in him that
when he migrated to Medina he arranged to return all the
deposits in his safe custody to their rightful owners in his

absence.

Islam gave a wider meaning to honesty and
trustworthiness by declaring that rights of man upon man are
also included in these terms and the talks in a private
gathering are also sacred trusts. Islam advocates the belief
that all bodily and meantal abilities of man are the sacred
trusts of Allah and man should be careful in safeguarding
them, since he will be called up to give an account of them to
Allah One Day. Islam does not believe in the idea that a
Muslim can ever be dishonest or untrustworthy. This is why
the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) once said that one who is devoid

of honesty is devoide of Iman.

Keeping of Promise (Covenant)

Islam attaches great importance to keeping of promise.
In trade and commerce, in administration and judicial
matters one has to rely on promises and by the other party or
Person. In case promises are not kept faithfully great
confusion, mistrust and apprehensions are bound to engulf
society and ruin it. The Holy Quran says in respect of this

subject:
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“And keep your pro:ﬁ}se. No doubt you will be questioned
about your promise. ” (Al-Isra: 34)
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“And fullfil your covenant with Allah. He enjoined this on
you strictly that haply you may remember.” (Al-An’am: 152)
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“Those who fulfil their Covenant with Allah and do not
break the solemn pledge “.

“And those who join what Allah has commanded to be
joined, and hold their Lord in awe, and keeping fearing the
evil reckoning”. (Ar-Ra’d: 20-21)

The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) was very particular in
keeping pacts. He used to say in his sermons that he who has
no respect for keeping promises, does not posses deen (faith

.

in Islam.)
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In the Treaty of Hudaibiya with the Makkans one of the
article of the pact was that the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) would
return any Muslim who ran away from Makkah to seek his
protection. So, when Hazrat Abu Jindel (R.A) came to him
laden with chains and pleased with him) came to him laden
with chains with wounds of torture all over his body, He
(p.b.u.h) did not accept him and advised him to return to

Makkah, although he was grieved at his pitiable condition
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and all the companions of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) wept for
him.

Truth

Truth is the fundamental quality of good conduct. A
true Muslim always speaks the truth. Allah is displeased with
the persons who do not speak truth, that is, they do not
speak the right word. The Holy Quran says:
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“O ye who believe! Fear Allah and always say true and
straight forward in speech.” (Al-Ahzab: 70)

Allah forbids untruth. He says in the Holy Quran:
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“O you who believe! Why do you say that which you do not
do? It is Most hateful in the sight of Allah is that you say
that which you do not do”. (As-Saff: 2-3)

At other places Allah says:
1.
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“And when you speak, be just, even thought it be a case of a
near relative”. (Al-An’am: 152)
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“Never try to mix up wrong with right and do not conceal
the truth intentionally”, ' (Al-Baqgarah: 42)

The Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) always spoke the truth. He
was famous for his truthfulness in the whole of Arabia and
people had given him the title of Al-Sadiq (the Truthful one).
Even his bitterest enemies admitted that he always spoke the
truth. As he spoke the truth, people trusted him and called
him ‘Al-Amin’, meaning ‘the trusted one,’.

Truth brings peace of mind to the truthful person. This
has been stated by the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) in these words.

U DA 5 (o
“Truth keeps away all calamities, while the untruth is fatal.”
In the Holy Quran Allah has advocated truth. All the

Prophets get the light of truth from Allah and carry it to their
followers to kindle the truth of Islam and enlighten the world.

Truth is not confined to werds, but it also means the practice
of truth in actions and ipée)alings with others.

Justice

Before the advent of Islam, justice and fairplay did not
exist among different clans and tribes. “Might is right” was
the order of the day. Islam emphasized the virtue of justice,
for without it a society has no prestige and it comes to the
lowest level of degradation. Allah has ordained that a Muslim
must be just in words, and deeds without any racial, tribal,
linguistic and social considerations. Allah says in the Holy

Quran.
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“0 you who believe! be upright for Allah in all firmness,
bearers of witness with justice. And let not the enmity of a
people incite you not to do justice. So act fairly as it is
nearest to true piety. (Al-Ma’idah: 8)

Also:
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“Surely Allah commands you to pay back the trusts to their
rightful owners,” (An-Nisa: 58)

How principled was He (the Holy Prophet p.b.u.h) in the
matter of justice is illustrated by this small incident.

Once a3 woman belonging to the Bani-Makhzoom tribe
committed theft. The status-spared the penalty prescribed by
Shariah. They had their wish recommended through the
Prophet’s p b.u.h very dear Companion Asama-bin-Zaid (R.A).
When the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) heard what they wanted
him to do, he was furious, and said,

“The decay of Bani Israel came because they would
penalize the poor and spare the rich. By Allah, if my own
daughter, Fatimah (R.A), committed theft | would impose
the same penalty on her too.”**

Once the Holy Prophet '(p.b.u.h) was delivering a
sermon when some members of the Bani Sa’alba clan came
there and sat down in the gathering. One of the Ansars stood

up and said,

“Sir, these fellow belong to the bani Sa’alba clan; one
of their ancestors murdered a person of our familv.

But the
Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) did not do that. He said, “How can |/

take the revenge from a son for father’s misdeed.”

An Islamic State has always been renowned for its sense
of justice. Even the most bigoted non-Muslims have also

acknowledged the fact that Islam believes in justice upon
which the great and magnificend, edifice of Islamic society is
founded. Mrs. Sarojini Naidu, a famous Hindu poet, reformer

and politician says in this regard:

“Sense of justice is one of the most wonderful ideals of
Islam, because when | read the Quran, | find these dynamic
principles of life, not mystic but practical ethics, for the daily

conduct of life to the whole world.”"’

Respect For Law: Law, as defined in an English Dictionary is,
a rule of action established by an authority, such as the

Government in a country: A citizen has to abide by law and
show respect to it; otherwise there are prescribed penalties
for actions contrary to the established laws. Islam is the
greatest law giving institution in the world. The laws are
restricted with in the limits prescribed by the Shariah. The
Injunctions of Allah and His Prophet (p.b.u.h) are to be
accepted and obeyed, and no legislative body can make any
alterations or modifications in them or make any law
repugnant to them. As for the commandments which are
liable to two or more interpretations the duty of ascertaining
the real intent of other Shariah in such cases will devolve on
people possessing a specialized knowledge of the law of
Shariah. Hence such affairs will have to be referred to a sub-
committee of the advisory council comprising men learned in
Islamic Law. A vast field will still be available for legislation on

questions not covered by any specific injunctions of the
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Sharnah, a'nd the advisory council or legislature will be free to
lelgislate in regard to these matters.

In Islam there is nobody above Law__the rulers and the
rgleq are subject to the same law and there can be no
discrimination on the basis of position, power or privilege.

lsljam' stands for equality and scrupulously sticks to this
principle in social, economic and political realms alike.'®

Allah has commanded to respect the Islamic laws in
Practical life by heart and soul. The Holy Quran SaYs:
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“O you who believe! obey Allah and obey the (Holy) Apostle
as well as those in authority from among you. And then if
you dispute over anything, refer it to Allah and (the
injunction of) the Apostle, If you indeed believe in Allah and
the Last Day. This alone is the best course and its end is
best.” (An-Nisa: 59)

At another place Allah says in the Holy Book:
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~“aAnd it is not for any believing man or any believing woman,
when Allah and His Apostle have once decided an affair, to
have any choice in that affair of theirs. And whoso disobeys

Allah and His Apostle is surely in open error”.(Al-Ahzab: 36)
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Numerous instances can be quoted from the Islamic

jistory which show the great respect people and the
a0overnment had for Law:

1. Once the shield of Hazrat Ali (R.A) was lost and

eventually it was found in the possession of a Jew. The

Case went to a criminal court; but there was no proff
against the Jew, and the court acquitted him, not with
standing the fact that the Jew was the thief, and Hazrat

Ali (R.A) was one of the most respectable and pious
persons of the society.

Once during the reign of Hazrat Umar Farooq (R.A) a
newly converted Christian Ring Jabilla Bin Ayhan was
going round the Holy Ka’'ba in a state of Twaf when his
cloak came under the foot of an Arab behind him. The
king was enraged and he slapped the Arab. The Arab
lodged a complaint with the Caliph who summoned thg
aggressor and asked him what the matter was. He
confessed his guilt but said that h& could not tolerate
the ‘insult’ done to him by trampling over his cloak. The
Caliph said, ‘There is no.distinction between a king and
an ordinary person in Islamic Law;” and he gave the
decision that the Arab would also slap the king.
Horrihed 2t the decision in respect of Law the king fled
away! In Pakisian the Government established the
Islamic Advisory Council which is engaged in making
recommendations to the Government for making the
existing laws in accordance with the tenets of islam.

Self-Sacrifice

Self-Sacrifice is the act of seeking the welfare of others
at the cost of one’s own. Islam has a great value for the virtue
of Self-sacrifice. The Holy Quran says:

of Self-sacrifice. e 9y -~ -~~~
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"And They prefer (the fugitives) above themelves though
poverty become their lot”. (Al-Hashr: 9)

There are innumerable anectodes in Islamic history
showing that the Prophet (p.b.u.h) and his noble Companions
(R.A.) and persons of high ‘positions, such as the Caliphs,
would give their everything to the needy and the poor for
help in Jihad, and would go to bed without food, and pass
their lives with nothing in their possession. Some of such
anecdotes are related below:

1. During the days of the Holy Prophet (p.b.u.h) Abu Talha
Ansari was the biggest owner of gardens. He himself
was fond of a garden that was most extensive and most
beautiful of all. Now, at this time, was revealed the
verse which translate as follows:
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“By no means shall you ever attain (the status of) true virtue

unless you spend (in the way of Allah) of those things that
you hold dear.” (Ale-Imran: 92)

As soon as Abu Talha came to learn of this revelation,
he pondered for a while and then went to the Holy Prophet
and said, “O Apostle of Allah! we have been asked by Allah to
spend from what we Icve. Now | love nothing more than this
big and beautiful garden of mine ana | dedicate it for Allah. It
is at your disposal and you may please do with it what you
think best.” **

2. One day Hazrat Ayesha (R.A) was observing fast. There
was only one piece of bread in her stock for evening
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meal. A beggar wcman appeared at the gate towards
evening and asked her something to relieve her hunger
with. As soon as she heard the cry of the woman (R.A),
Ayesha (R.A) called out to her attendant saying, “Give
the bread to the beggar.”The attendant submitted,
“But nothing will be left to break your fast with.” The
answer was, “Give that away now. Fast breaking time

will take care of itself.”

3. Once Hazrat Hasan (R.A.) was passing through a date-
garden. While wending his way, he noticed an
Abyssinian slave sitting in a corner. The slave was eating
his bread. A hungry dog was sitting at a short dist?nce.
The slave was eating a bit himself and throwing another
bit to the dog. Thus the bread was being shared half
and half. Hazrat Hasan (R.A) felt curious. He approached
the slave and said, “Why don’t you drive away the
dog?” The slave looked up and said, “I feel ashamed
to think that | should eat and him I drive away.”

Struck by the magnanimity of the slave, Hazrat Hasan
(R.A) enquired the name of the slave’s master. The slave
named his master. Then Hazrat hasan (R.A) said, “Please wait
here till | return.” The slave agreed and Hazrat Hasan (R.A.)
went away. After a short time he returned and said to the
slave, “Brother, | have purchased both you and the garden
from your master. | now free you from your bondage and
make a gift of this garden to you.” Elated by this unexpected
fortune, the slave rose from his seat, offered deep thanks to
his berefactor and said,” Hazrat, now that | am master of

this garden, | am giving this garden away in trust in the
path of same Allah for Whom you have just given me
