(ii)) The Common Noun: A Common Noun is the name of any one of a class of
persons, places or things. It 1s shared in common by all the members of the same

class, -as boy, city, nver, book, building etc.

(iii) The Collective Noun: A Collective Noun is the name of g group or collection
of persons, animals or things taken together ond. spoken of as one undivided

whole, as commitiee, herd, and cluster etc.

(iv) The Material Noun: A material Noun is the name’ of the substance or

matenal; as wood, water, gold, wheat, etc.

(v) The Abstract Noun: An Abstract Noun 1s the name of a qualty, state, action

or feeling.
Quality: Kindness, loveliness, breadth; wisdom, bravery, beauty.
State: Boyhood, slovery, freedom, health, sickness, death.

Action: Laughter, reading, swimming, dnving, judgment, struggle, fight,

treatment eic.

Feeling: Happiness, somrow, hope, fear etc.

Arts or Sciences: Poetry, mathematics, physics, music, drawing efc.

Diseases.: Plague, dysentery, cholera, malaria.

Countable Nouns: All nouns which can be counted are countable nouns.
Uncountable Nouns: All nouns which cannot be counted are Countable nouns.

Compound Nouns: A noun formed by adding two or more words, e.g.
watchman, Brother-in-law, etc.

Number:
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A Noun may be Singular or Plural according as it denotes one thing or more

than one.

(a) If @ Noun denotes a single object it is said to be in the Singular number, as:

pen, dog, man, army.

(b) If @ Noun denotes two or more things of the same kind, it is said to be In the
Plurcl number, as: pens, dogs, men, armies.

If a Noun ends in 'f or ‘fe, its Plural is formed by changing ' or 'fe’ intfo—'ves’' as

Calf —calves: half—halves: knife knives: leaf—leaves: hife-hives: loaf loaves:
